In conseguence of this fact i, Thurnheer has been
inetructed to inform His Majesty's Government thst the Swiss
Government regerds thie new violation of the Swiss neﬁt.ralit.y
by British air forces, which took place on the first clear
night since August 20th, as hiving been evidently intended.
Thie fact mesns obviously & flegrant neglect of the sssursnces
given by Lord Halifax end creates &« very disturbing situstion

in view of possible repercussions,
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M. Thurnheer is further cirected to reiterate
a strong protest égwinﬁt this renewed violation of the
Swise neutrelity end to wek thet sunctions be tsken towards the
violaters, Moreover, he is to reguest thut immediste measures
fm teken in order that the instructions given to respeect the
Swiss neutrality will be strictly followed,
