Bericht zur Mission Kaeser in die neu unabhingigen Staaten
Mittelasiens (Kirgisien, Kasachstan, Usbekistan, Tadschikistan) und
Transkaukasiens (Armenien, Aserbeidschan, Georgien),
19.-25. Juli 1992

1. Ziel der Mission

Das primire Ziel der Reise bestand darin, die besuchten Staaten einzuladen, sich der von
der Schweiz angestrebten Stimmrechtsgruppe innerhalb der Bretton Woods-Institutionen
(BWI) anzuschliessen. Gleichzeitig bot die Delegation den Staaten einen Platz in der
schweizerischen Stimmrechtsgruppe bei der EBRD an. Die Mission schloss sich zum einen
an die Reise einer schweizerischen Delegation vom vergangenen April an, die ebenfalls
unter der Fiihrung von Herrn Vizedirektor Kaeser stand und nach Usbekistan, Kirgisien und
Kasachstan fiihrte, zum anderen an die Gespriche von Herrn Vizeprisident Ogi, die er
anlisslich der KSZE-Gipfel-Konferenz in Helsinki mit den Staatschefs der besuchten
Linder, resp. mit dem stellvertretenden Staatschef von Armenien, gefiihrt hatte.

Die Delegation informierte ihre Gesprichspartner, dass von seiten der Polen eine
schriftliche Bestitigung iiber ihr Mitmachen in einer schweizerischen Stimmrechtsgruppe
vorliege und dass der tiirkische Ministerprisident Demirel eine entsprechende miindliche
Zusicherung abgegeben habe. Die Delegation iibergab ihren Gesprichspartnern einen Brief
des Vizeprisidenten Ogi an seine Gesprichspartner von Helsinki sowie einen Brief von
Bundesrat Stich an die Finanzminister der besuchten Lander. Die Herren Ogi und Stich
bedankten sich darin fiir die Bereitschaft der besuchten Liander, mit der schweizerischen
Delegation die Moglichkeit einer gemeinsamen Stimmrechtsgruppe zu diskutieren. Herr
Bundesrat Stich lud seine Kollegen iiberdies zu einem Besuch in der Schweiz ein.

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2. Resultate der Mission

Die Delegation unterbreitete den besuchten Lindern, die ein Interesse zeigten, sich
innerhalb der BWI einer schweizerischen Stimmrechtsgruppe anzuschliessen, ein
"Memorandum of Understanding" (Siehe Beilage 1). Dieses MOU sieht eine Verpflichtung
der besuchten Linder vor, sich den schweizerischen Stimmrechtsgruppen bei den BWI und
der EBRD anzuschliessen und namentlich bei der Wahl der Exekutivdirektoren des IMF
und der Weltbankgruppe fiir den schweizerischen Kandidaten zu stimmen. Im Gegenzug
erklirt die Schweiz darin ihre Bereitschaft, mit den betreffenden Staaten Moglichkeiten fiir
den Zugang ihrer Exportgiiter auf den schweizerischen Markt sowie fiir gegenseitige
Investitionen abzukldren. Die schweizerische Delegation machte in diesem Zusammenhang
insbesondere auf den wiinschbaren Abschluss von Investitionsschutzabkommen und
Doppelbesteuerungsabkommen aufmerksam. Im weiteren enthélt das MOU die Bereitschaft
der Schweiz, die Linder bei ihren Kontakten mit den BWI und der EBRD zu unterstiitzen.
Die Ausbildung von internationalen Finanzexperten konnte Teil einer solchen Hilfe sein.
Mit Ausnahme von Usbekistan, welches offensichtlich geniigend eigene Finanzmittel
besitzt, bot die Schweiz allen kooperationswilligen Staaten eine Unterstiitzung bei deren
Finanzierung ihres WB-Aktienkapitals an. Die schweizerische Delegation informierte ihre
Gespriichspartner daneben iiber den 600 Mio-Kredit unseres Landes zugunsten der neu
unabhiingigen Statten. Herr Kaeser gab zu bedenken, dass, vorbehiltlich der Bewilligung
des Kredites durch unser Parlament, die Staaten der schweizerischen IBW-
Stimmrechtsgruppe eine gewisse priviligierte Behandlung erfahren konnten. Er erwéhnte in
diesem Zusammenhang die fiir Ende August geplante Reise von Vertretern der Politischen
Abteilung 1 (Herr Botschafter Staehelin und Herr Woker) nach Mittelasien und
Transkaukasien.

Kirgisien, Usbekistan und Tadschikistan unterzeichneten das ihnen vorgelegte MOU,
teilweise mit geringfiigigen Aenderungen (Siehe hinten Ziff. 3). Die Finanzminister
Armeniens und Aserbeidschans gaben eine grundsitzlich positive Reaktion ab. Eine
definitive Zustimmung hingt im armenischen Falle vom Einverstindnis der
Gesamtregierung ab, im Falle Aserbeidschans von der Billigung durch das Parlament. In
Kasachstan war es fiir die schweizerische Delegation nicht moglich, die hauptsdchlich
Verantwortlichen fiir das BWI-Dossier zu treffen. Der Erste Vizepremierminister, der in
erster Linie fiir den IMF und die Weltbank zustindig ist, weilte im Ausland, und der
Finanzminister, mit dem die schweizerische Delegaton anlésslich ihrer ersten Mission im
April in Alma-Ata zusammengetroffen war, befand sich im Spital. Die Georgier liessen die
Delegation wissen, dass sie sich bereits vorgingig fiir die hollindische Gruppe entschieden
hitten. Sie bedauerten, dass das schweizerische Angebot erst nachtriglich eingetroffen sei,
hitten sie sich doch gerne unserer Gruppe angeschlossen. Der Erste Stellvertretende
Regierungschef Georgiens erklirte die Bereitschaft seines Landes, seine Stimme anlésslich
der iibernichsten Wahlen in zwei Jahren fiir den schweizerischen Exekutivdirektor
abzugeben.

3. Die einzelnen Linder

3.1. Armenien

Armenien reagierte grundsitzlich positiv auf das Angebot der Schweiz. Gemiss
Finanzminister muss sich aber das Parlament in der Sache aussprechen. Armenien wird uns,
nach einem entsprechenden Entscheid des Parlamentes, das schweizerischerseits bereits
unterzeichnete MOU (Siehe Beilage 2), gegenunterzeichnet iibermitteln. Die Uebermittlung
sollte gemiss armenischen Angaben noch vor Ende Juli erfolgen. Armenien erkundigte sich
nach der Moglichkeit, dass die Schweiz den armenischen Anteil an der IMF-Quote, den das
Land in Hartwihrung einbezahlen muss, vorschiessen wiirde. Die schweizerische
Delegation gab ihrer Meinung Ausdruck, dass dieses Begehren keine uniiberwindbaren
Probleme stellen sollte. Armenien, welches Zahlungsbilanzschwierigkeiten hat, konnte den
entsprechenden Betrag unmittelbar nach der Einzahlung vom IMF wieder zuriickverlangen
und der Schweiz zuriickgeben (1 Tag Ueberbriickungskredit). Herr Kaeser schlug den
Armeniern vor, der Schweiz ihr Gesuch um Vorfinanzierung dieses Betrages in einem
Begleitbrief zum gegenunterzeichneten MOU zu unterbreiten.

Die Armenier liessen die Delegation wissen, dass die zukiinftigen Kontakte in Sachen BWI
zwischen der Schweiz und Armenien iiber die armenische Botschaft in Washington
abgewickelt werden konnten.

3.2. Aserbeidschan

Aserbeidschan hatte sich laut Aussage seines Finanzministers urspriinglich fiir die belgische
Stimmrechtsruppe entschieden, wo sich auch die Tiirkei befindet. Nachher habe man sich
der iranischen Gruppe zugewandt, habe aber die Idee, sich den Iranern anzuschliessen,
mittlerweile wieder aufgegeben. Der aserische Premierminister wie auch sein
Finanzminister gaben dem Willen ihres Landes Ausdruck, sich der schweizerischen Gruppe
anzuschliessen. Im MOU wiinschten sie sich einen Hinweis auf eine mogliche
Vorfinanzierung ihres IMF-Anteils, den sie in Hartwihrung einbezahlen miissen, durch die
Schweiz. Diesem Wunsch wurde entsprochen (vgl. Beilage 3, Ziff. 5). Die Aseris werden
uns das MOU, in englischer und russischer Sprache, gegenunterzeichnet iibermitteln, sobald
es vom Parlament in Baku gebilligt worden ist. Dies sollte gemiss Aussage des aserischen
Finanzministers noch vor dem 10. August geschehen.

Die aserischen Gesprichspartner erinnerten die Delegation an den kiirzlichen Besuch von
Herrn Botschafter Ritter in Baku. Aserbeidschan sei sehr an der von Herrn Ritter in
Aussicht gestellten Zusammenarbeit mit der Schweiz im Banken- und Finanzbereich
interessiert.
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3.3. Georgien

Der Erste Stellvertretende Regierungschef Georgiens informierte die schweizerische
Delegation, dass sich sein Land bereits definitiv der holléndischen Stimmrechtsgruppe
angeschlossen hitte. Gemiss seiner Aussage hidtte sich Georgien der schweizerischen
Stimmrechtsgruppe angeschlossen, wenn das Angebot frither eingetroffen wire. Er fligte
bei, dass sein Land anlésslich der iiberndchsten Exekutivdirektorenwahl in zwei Jahren in
die schweizerische Stimmrechtsgruppe wechseln wiirde.

3.4. Kirgisien

Kirgisien hatte laut seinem Finanzminister verschiedene Angebote erhalten, sich anderen
Stimmrechtsgruppen anzuschliessen. Gleichwohl sei der Entscheid zugunsten der Schweiz
nie in Frage gestanden. Der kirgisische Finanzminister unterzeichnete denn auch das
vorgelegt MOU in der ihm vorgelegten Fassung (vgl. Beilage 4). Er versprach, mit dem
amerikanischen Botschafter in Bischkek Kontakt aufzunehmen, um ihn iiber den
kirgisischen Entscheid zugunsten der schweizerischen Stimmrechtsgruppe zu informieren.
Der vom kirgisischen Prisidenten gehegte Wunsch zu einem Treffen mit der
schweizerischen Delegation ging leider wegen Terminschwierigkeiten nicht in Erfiillung.
Akajev hiitte sich gemiss Aussage eines seiner Berater speziell fiir die Frage interessiert, ob
die Schweiz einen Beitrag zum Aufbau des kirgisischen Bankensystems leisten konnte.

3.5.Kasachstan

Der schweizerischen Delegation blieb es in Alma-Ata verwehrt, den in der Hauptsache
zustindigen Mann fiir das BWI-Dossier, den Ersten Vizepremierminister Simbajev, zu
treffen, weilte er doch wihrend unserem Besuch in Washington. Da der Finanzminister, mit
dem sich die schweizerische Delegation im April getroffen hatte, im Spital lag, empfing der
Erste Stellvertretende Finanzminister die Delegation. Er gab bekannt, dass sein Land beim
IMF vorderhand in der belgischen Gruppe arbeite. Der Entscheid, mit wem Kasachstan in
der Weltbank zusammenspannen wolle, werde erst in nichster Zeit geféllt. Die
schweizerische Delegation bestitigte gegeniiber den kasachischen Gespréchspartnern unser
Interesse , innerhalb den BWI mit Alma-Ata zusammenzuarbeiten. Sie wies darauf hin, dass
Kasachstan wegen seiner Grosse und Bedeutung ein begehrter Partner sei, und dass es sich
deshalb bei der Wahl einer Lindergruppe nicht dringen lassen sollte. Der Erste
Stellvertretende Finanzminister wird den Finanzminister und Herrn Simbajev iiber unseren
Besuch orientieren. Angesichts der Tatsache, dass sich Kasachstan mit Bezug auf den IMF
vermutlich bereits definitiv fiir die belgische Gruppe entschieden hat, unterliess es die
Delegation, den Kasachen ein MOU zu iibergeben.
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3.6. Usbekistan

Nachdem der usbekische Finanzminister die Schweiz mit Schreiben vom 10. Juli hatte
wissen lassen, dass sich sein Land bereits fiir die belgische Guppe entschieden hitte, war die
schweizerische Delegation vom pomposen Empfang und vom Zusammenarbeitswillen der
Usbeken einigermassen iiberrascht. Der Entscheid zugunsten der Schweiz ist offensichtlich
nach dem Treffen zwischen Herrn Vizeprisident Ogi und dem usbekischen Présidenten
Karimov am Rande des KSZE-Gipfeltreffens in Helsinki gefallen. Der usbekische
Finanzminister unterzeichnete das vorgelegte MOU mit folgenden zwei Modifikationen,
welche vom Stellvertretenden Premierminister mit Nachdruck verlangt worden waren (vgl.
Beilage 5): Erstens werden ausdriicklich mogliche Ausbildungsprogramme im Banken-,
Finanz-, Steuer und Versicherungsbereich erwihnt (Ziff. 4), zweitens erfolgt der Hinweis
auf Probleme im Zusammenhang mit dem Aralsee (Ziff. 5).

3.7. Tadschikistan

Anfinglich bestand innerhalb der tadschikischen Delegation offensichtlich Unsicherheit in
der Frage, ob anlisslich des vor kurzem stattgefundenen Besuches des tadschikischen
Prisidenten in Teheran die BWI Gegenstand von Diskussionen waren und was
gegebenenfalls das Resultat dieser Gespriche war. Der tadschikische Wirtschafts- und
Finanzminister unterzeichnete schliesslich das MOU, nachdem die in Ziff. 4 erwéhnte
Unterstiitzung im Zusammenhang mit den Besuchen bei den BWI als finanzielle
Unterstiitzung spezifiziert worden war (vgl. Beilage 6). Tadschikistan hat die IMF-Statuten
bislang noch nicht unterzeichnet. Die schweizerische Delegation unterstrich ihre Hoffnung,
dass die Unterzeichnung bis zur BWI-Generalversammlung am 22. September
stattgefunden haben wird, sodass Tadschikistan dannzumal ihr Stimmrecht wahrnehmen

kann.

Die tadschikischen Behdrden machten die schweizerische Delegation speziell auf die akuten
Bediirfnisse ihres Landes nach Medikamenten und Bébé-Nahrung aufmerksam.
